Sixth Sunday In Ordinary Time  
By: Sister Isaac 

 
This week, God’s Word to us is about “bringing outsiders in”.  In one 
very significant way I feel that all of us serving in the Outreach are 
called to this mission.  Believe me; it certainly challenges us to take a 
good look at our prejudices. 
 
In the past I have referred to a missalette, Living With Christ, 
(available in the bookstore) that I use for daily reflections on our 
scriptures.  Joseph Vorstermans’ words for today’s reading puts it so 
well.  First he refers to a translation he read about the scene of Jesus 
touching the leper – “with warm indignation, Jesus stretched out his 
hand.”  Then he goes on to write: 
 

 “We can easily summon a multitude of reasons why we 
cannot or should not help people who are suffering. (I’ve 
done enough!” “They’ve hurt me, so why should I help 
them!” “It’s their fault and they need to take responsibility 
for their lives!”) 
  
 While these reasons may be valid, we cannot use them to 
justify our anger or unwillingness to offer assistance.  We 
might be “right”, but being right and angry is not the same 
thing as righteous anger.  
 
 When we stretch out our hand with “warm indignation” to 
help someone, we acknowledge that the world is broken and 
unfair, but then we move away from looking for someone or 
something to blame, to wanting to be a loving person. 
 
 A good question to ask ourselves is:  “Do I want to be right 
in this situation or do I want to be loving?”  They are often 
not the same thing.” 

 
Let us ask our compassionate God to help us reach out and touch 
someone in need this   week, so that like Jesus we may bring an 
outsider in!

NORMS FOR FASTING AND ABSTINENCE 
 

Ash Wednesday, February 25, 2009 and Good Friday, April 10, 
2009, are days of fasting and abstinence. Fridays of Lent are also 
days of abstinence. Fasting is to be observed by all 18 years of 
age and older, who have not yet celebrated their 59th birthday. 
On a fast day one full meal is allowed. Two other meals, 
sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according to each 
one’s needs, but together they should not equal another full meal. 
Eating between meals is not permitted, but liquids, including 
milk and juices, are allowed. Abstinence is observed by all 14 
years of age and older. On days of abstinence, no meat is 
allowed. Note that when health or ability to work would be 
seriously affected, Church law does not oblige. When in doubt 
concerning fast and abstinence, the Parish Priest should be 
consulted. Fasting, almsgiving, and prayer are the three 
traditional disciplines of Lent. The faithful and Catechumens 
should undertake these practices seriously in a spirit of penance 
and of preparation for Initiation into the Church or the renewal of 
Baptism Promises at Easter.
