My Dear Friends, 
 
I am writing this Pastor’s Corner 
from Reitoca, FM, Honduras.  
For the last couple of days, 
Clifton and I have been traveling 
to many of the communities that 
make up our sister parish.  
Though the people are very poor 
and have struggles of daily life 
that you and I cannot imagine, 
the people have tremendous faith.  Walking two hours, 
one way, on mountain roads to get to Mass is common.  
Clifton and I will be happy to let you know about what 
we have found. 
 
Today we celebrate the Feast of Pentecost, the birthday 
of the Catholic Church in particular, and Christianity in 
general.  This is the day the Holy Spirit came down upon 
the early disciples and gave them the necessary 
enthusiasm, wisdom, knowledge, courage, and zeal to be 
missionaries and spread the good news of Jesus Christ to 
all the world.  You and I received the Holy Spirit at 
Baptism when we became anointed ministers of the 
Catholic Church.  At our baptism, we became part of the 
“priesthood of all believers.”  And because we are 
anointed ministers, we are called to minister.  Each of us 
has different gifts, and each of us has different vocations.  
But whatever our gifts and calling, we are to be people 
of action in serving the Lord. 
 
The final School Mass will be at 8:30 a.m. on Thursday, 
June 11th.  There will not be a 7:30 a.m. Mass that day.  
Beginning on Friday, June 12th, we will begin our regular 
summer Mass schedule with Friday’s Mass being at 7:30 
a.m. instead of 8:30.  This will continue until School 
begins again in mid-August.
