Wednesday we remember St. Jane Frances 
de Chantal, founder of the Visitation Sisters.  On Thursday we 
celebrate the memory of St. Pontian, a pope, and St.

Eucharistic Prayer.  And on Friday, we remember St. 
Maximilian Kolbe who gave his life  at Auschwitz so a young 
father could live.   
 
I thank you very much for your kind words and great support 
about our sister parish in Honduras.  Many wonder how they 
can help.  Cash is the best way to help.  That is why we will be 
having two second collections each year to help the parish.  
With this cash, the pastor will be able to help his 72 churches 
to meet various needs.  Sending clothes and other items is not 
a good plan as the parish would not be able to afford the taxes 
on the items which would probably be higher than the worth 
of the goods.

Annual Report – Part 3

Jesus is the Bread of Life and we all know that He feeds and 
nourishes us with His Body and Blood and His Spirit.  For two 
weeks I have given you an overview of how this ministry, your 
ministry, feeds others and before I move into other aspects of the 
program I want to let you know about the SNAP program. 
 
The Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) is 
the new name for the Food Stamp program.  It is the 
government’s effort to put healthy food within reach of many 
people.  We were selected as one of the two sites in Wilmington 
to showcase this new approach of helping our guests who do not 
receive SNAP assistance find out if they are eligible.  Sharon 
Kissling comes twice a week and has interviewed 68 of our guests  
from March 26 to July 8th.  Twelve were not eligible, and 56 went 
on to the Department of Social Service to see if they could 
receive help.  Sharon works with Mary John Brantly from DSS. 
 
More than 3,000 of our guests received hygiene products this 
year.  We try to keep on hand toothbrushes, toothpaste, 
deodorant, shampoo, soap, razors and feminine hygiene items.  
As you know, those receiving SNAP are not able to purchase any 
of these products with the funds since they are for food.  We use 
the proceeds from our Needy Boxes, as well as donations from 
many people, especially the Columbiettes, Hibernians and the 
Cromer Family.  Bill and Libby Ruoff, Debbie Cochrane and Jim 
Mueller help us keep the bins filled and they search for good sales 
and deals in the area.  Each month approximately $600.00 is spent 
on this program. 
 
Clothing, shoes and the smaller household items that we 
distribute come to us from the church community as well as the 
broader community in Wilmington.  We have never weighed 
what comes in but we have sent out well over 40,000 articles this 
year.  Each week over 30 people bring donations to the Outreach. 
 
I cannot begin to name those who make this program such a 
success.  Three hours go by quickly each morning, Monday 
through Thursday, as shirts, pants, dresses, suits and shoes are 
sized, sheets and towels are folded, dishes and flatware sorted, 
curtains matched, and kitchen supplies shelved.  TV’s, computers, 
area rugs and pictures are displayed as well. 
 
Knick-knacks and odds and ends are placed in the reception area 
where our guests are free to take what they want to give that extra 
touch to their living space. 
 
Phoenix Employment, a local agency that works with people to 
find work come by weekly to get good clothing for their 
interviews.  Their “Dress For Success” program finds us so 
generous and we have the best quality of goods!
