Today, in our scripture readings, we hear people questioning 
how Jesus can be the Bread of our Life.  We know this to be 
true, and because He feeds and nourishes us, we are able to go 
out and serve our brothers and sisters. 
 
Our Program, “One Woman, Three Men and a Truck” is 
just another way we care for others.  Our parish truck is on the 
road three times a week.  Dave King and Jim Patton are our 
drivers, and each day we hire two men to accompany them.  
We call this part of the adventure “Work for Rent” as we pay 
the men $10.00 an hour.  We do not give it to them directly, 
but we pay towards a rent, or gasoline, etc.  Mary Ann Kotas 
organizes all this activity using spread sheets and Mapquest! 
 
This past year we have made 339 deliveries: 
 

 91 beds and mattress sets; 54 bedroom furnishings 
 204 p ieces of living room furniture 
 29 dining room tables and chair sets 
 15 Cribs (St. Mark’s  Nurturing Network often helps 

us buy cribs) 
 15 washers; 14 dryers; 9 fridges; 9 stoves; and 13 

microwaves 
 36 tv’s; 10 computers and desks 
 10 carpets and 5 vacuums 
 4 A/C’s and 36 fans 
 27 bikes 

 
We went out on 196 calls.  The majority of the pickups are 
from families in the area, but we also received some big help 
from:

 Two Wheeler Dealer – numerous bikes 
 Hilton Hotel – 1,000 d ishes and coffee and tea urns 
 BB&T – chairs for our guest area 
 Marriott Courtyard, Carolina Beach – hundreds of

 Whitey’s Motel – 18 dressers and lots of linen and
