Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

 
 I write to you regarding the national collection for the Catholic Com-
munications Campaign,  which parishes in the Diocese will participate next 
weekend, May 15-16, 2010. Of the funds received, fifty percent remain for 
use in the Diocese of Raleigh, while the remainder of these funds are sent to 
the Communications Department of the United States Conference of Catholic 
Bishops for production of national media projects. 
 
 In 2008, the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops adopted five priori-
ties for the Church in the United States: 1) faith formation and sacramental 
practice; 2) cultural diversity in the church; 3) strengthening marriage; 4) 
promoting vocations to the priesthood and consecrated life; and 5) the life 
and dignity of the human person. Each priority contains a communication 
component, such as development of new web sites dedicated to each of the 
priorities, production of public service announcements and other awareness 
campaigns. Funding for each of these media initiatives is provided by the 
annual Catholic Communications Campaign. Other projects funded by the 
Campaign include the daily readings for Mass and the audio/video programs 
and stories available on the USCCB Web site. 
 
 The Diocese of Raleigh utilizes its portion of the annual Catholic Com-
munications Campaign funds to broadcast my Advent, Christmas and Lenten 
messages on radio and television stations throughout our 54-county Diocese.
