 This weekend we are celebrating the Feast of the Trinity.  It is 
the central mystery of the Catholic Faith and it takes a lifetime to try and 
plumb its meaning.  For me, it is all about relationships, and Love which is  
one way we often refer to our God.   
 
 An article in America, a weekly catholic magazine, offered this 
reflection on today’s scripture.  Sr. Barbara E. Reid, O.P., wrote: 
 

All three persons of the Trinity existed from the beginning and 
interrelate as equal in being and function, creating, saving and 
enlivening all that exists.  They invite us to replicate their non-
possessiveness in our relationships, recognizing that nothing I 
have is mine alone, but is “ours” for the common good.  (p.31) 

 
 Another way to put all this is to use the phrase, “What is Mine is 
Yours” and that is saying a lot. 
 
 Last week I asked Jeanne Bua to write about a program called 
“Circles of Support”.  She wrote:  “Several folks from our parish 
responded to the recent “Call out” to join in the effort to end homelessness 
by participating in the “Circles of Support” program.  This program 
matches volunteers with a “neighbor” who has been in transitional housing 
for at least 3 months.  By mentoring on a weekly basis for a year’s time, 
these groups of four assist their neighbor in reaching goals that he (or she) 
has set with the guidance of his (her) case manager.” 
 
 Isn’t this program one way we replicate the inter-relationships of 
our Trinitarian God?  Outreach to one another, hospitality, generosity, 
sharing who we are and what we have is the hallmark of those who 
volunteer and serve our neighbors. We participate with our Trinitarian 
God in creating, saving and enlivening all that exists.

Dear Friends and Families of the St. Mary School community, 
 
 It was with great sadness that we announced the death of Ellen Mininni 
(Nick, 6th grade) last week. Our thoughts and prayers continue to be with the 
Mininni family as they navigate this extremely difficult time in their lives. 
 
 In honor of Ellen, it is with pleasure that we announce the beginning of a 
soda pop-tab collection program. The Ronald McDonald House collects pop tabs 
instead of entire aluminum cans because the tabs are pure, high-quality alumi-
num, unlike cans, which consist of aluminum and other alloys. The tabs are 
taken to a local recycling center, weighed to determine their value, and then the 
center writes a check to directly benefit the Ronald McDonald House. 
 
 Many families travel far from home to get treatment for their seriously ill or 
injured children.  Ronald McDonald Houses around the world offer families a way 
to stay together, in proximity to a treatment hospital, and be comfortable and 
cared for during their stay. Years ago, Ellen Mininni’s son, Michael, a St. Mary 
Student, was diagnosed with cancer; and the family made many trips to Chapel 
Hill for his treatment. While Ellen did not stay at the Ronald McDonald House, 
she saw firsthand what a valuable service the Houses provide. She started a 
collection of soda pop-tabs. St. Mary School has partnered with the Hogan family 
to deliver our tabs to Immaculata Church in Durham. Mrs. Hogan, Ellen’s mother, 
will periodically collect our tabs and take them to Durham, where Coach K., from 
Duke, will match the donation of whatever is brought in to Immaculata. By adding 
our collection to that of the Immaculata community, we can make a big differ-
ence!
