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Pastor’s Corner  
 
My Dear Friends, 
 
 Many of you are taking the 
summertime to get elective surgery.  It is a 
good idea to celebrate the Sacrament of the 
Sick before you go to the hospital if at all 
possible.  A hospital visit takes at least 40 
minutes from my day, so when I am able to 
celebrate this sacrament either before or after 
Mass on the weekends or in my office, that 
leaves more time for other tasks.  Naturally 
I’m always happy to go to the hospital to 
celebrate the Sacrament of the Sick, also called “anointing,” in critical 
cases.  Just ask the Spiritual Care Department at the hospital, and they will 
contact me.   
 
 This Monday, June 21st, St. Mary Lay Missionary Clifton Lively 
will be leading another group on a mission trip to our sister parish in 
Reitoca, FM, Honduras.  The other persons going on this trip will be two 
of our St. Mary School teachers, Millie Moore (Spanish teacher) and Kelly 
Burns (Pre-K teacher).  The type of mission trip they are going on is called 
an immersion-type of trip.  Their task is to explore the life of the people of 
our sister parish and then communicate it to our parishioners.  As teachers, 
Millie and Kelly have an incredibly impressionable audience with which to 
share.   
 
 When they are in Honduras, Alex Mauricio Ruíz Santos will be 
getting ready for his ordination as a transitional deacon on June 27th.  
Perhaps they’ ll be involved in a party for Alex while visiting. 
 
 This past Thursday, some of the St. Mary staff had a wonderful 
presentation about columbaria.  A columbarium is a place where ashes of 
cremated remains are put.  We plan to have a columbarium on the St. Mary 
campus in the future.  How soon it will come depends on funding.  We 
need around $150,000-$180,000 for this project.  We will keep you up to 
date on our plans. 
 
 Finally, if you have not checked out our two ministry banners by 
the side altar of Our Lady of Guadalupe, please do so.  Many people don’t 
realize how much goes on in our parish, and the banners will give you a 
glimpse into the ministerial life of our exciting and dynamic parish.
