Our primary objective is to 
assess the best way health care can be given to this far-flung parish 
of 72 churches.  I will also be establishing relationships with the 
Club Rotario Tegucigalpa Sur on behalf of the Wilmington Rotary 
Club of which I am a member.  Perhaps the two clubs can work 
together to provide help to the poor of Honduras in the future.  We 
will have Communion Services from July 12-16th.  
  
You will be interested to learn that I have given permission for a 
group of lay Discalced Carmelites to be established at St. Mary 
Parish.  Other groups we have include two Maryknoll Affiliate 
Chapters, a lay Franciscan chapter, and, of course, the Sisters of St. 
Ursula. 
 
Welcome Fr. Joe Vetter to the Cape Fear Deanery!  Fr. Joe will be 
Pastor of St. Therese at Wrightsville Beach beginning on August 
5th.  Currently Fr. Joe the Diocesan Director of Campus Ministry 
and Campus Minister of Duke Catholic Student Center at Duke 
University in Durham.   
 
As you may have noticed, our sidewalk is finished in front of the 
main Tileston Complex entrance.  The new work should make 
crossing Ann Street easier for people with walkers, canes, baby 
strollers, and the like.   
 
Finally, our Maryknoll Film Crew has left back and gone back to  
New York.  They were completely enchanted by St. Mary Parish 
and could not say enough about the incredible amount of ministry 
that is being done by our parish.  Brother Octavio, who was the 
photographer for Archbishop Oscar Romero (Martyr of El 
Salvador), will be back to help our parish prepare for its Centennial 
in two years.

Isn’t the parable of the Good Samaritan a gem?  For those among us who 
are directly involved in the “hands-on” approach to social ministry this 
story is most comforting. 
 
Just down the street from us there is a small program under the supervision 
of St. James Episcopal Church.  It is called The Good Samaritan program 
and is run by a few elders in the parish.  Each morning, between 10 and 11 
they work with about five people who are in need of help.  They give 
financial assistance, amounting to $25-$35 and we often work together so 
that there are times, with help from the both of us, that we are able to pay a 
utility bill, or purchase a bus-ticket for someone to return home. That 
certainly is being a good neighbor. 
 
St. James also has a group of older women, who like the gleaners of the 
Hebrew Scripture, gather blueberries and sweet potatoes from local 
farmers, and load them in their wagons and bring them to those of us who 
distribute food on a daily basis.  What a blessing that is to our people.  
This past week our cupboard shelves were absolutely bare as were our 
freezers and refrigerators.  That’s a first for us, but with the gleanings from 
Share Sunday, the pick-ups at Food Lion on Sunday and Tuesday, and the 
purchase of food from the Food Bank for $.18 a pound we are back in 
business.  This all takes very hard work and you know how hot and muggy 
it has been.  Those who receive the food are always very grateful for what 
is given to them. 
 
Just recently I read a reflection on this Parable that suggested that instead 
of identifying with the Samaritan, we would do well to consider our self as 
the person left in the ditch, as the one in need.  That’s a mental switch and 
I think it is good for our soul to spend some time on this suggestion, for 
“all is gift” isn’t it?
