The Psalm refrain for this week’s liturgy is “He who does justice will live 
in the presence of  the Lord”.  This seems to be an appropriate lead-in to 
what I would like to write about for the next few weeks.  It is an update on 
what the Social Ministry here at Tileston has been doing for the past year. 
 
During the month of August we close our doors.  One might wonder why 
we do this when we are faced with such difficult economic times and there 
is so much need all around us.  There are several reasons we do this.  
 
First and foremost is the fact that the Tileston Outreach is about ministry, 
about seeing Christ in our brothers and sisters.  We are not an Agency 
where employees receive wages.  Everyone here is a Volunteer and more 
than 100 show up every week to shelve food, sort and mark clothing and 
household articles, drive our truck and deliver furniture, interview and 
welcome our guests and serve their needs.  Our mission is: 
 

To serve needy men, women and their families 
with respect and reverence.   
We believe we give them a “hand-up”,  
not just a “hand-out” in a time of  crisis. 

 
So, we need a rest to recharge our batteries, - be a little bit more like Mary, 
and come back renewed after Labor Day.   
 
It is also during August that we do a major cleaning to our area.  In 
addition, this year we will paint the areas where we store our food, 
clothing and household articles.  One of our parishioners, Christopher 
LaChance, is working on his Eagle Scout Project, and is building some 
tables for us so when we reopen in September we will be set to sort and 
shelve our wares. 
 
And the third reason is that we need some time to gather food and clothing 
for the coming year.  Please save your clothing until after Labor Day and 
do not drop it off during the month of August.  If you have no space to 
store then bring your articles to Good Will, the Salvation Army, Full 
Gospel Rescue Mission or Habitat.

St. Mary Parishioner Laura Vinson-Garvey  
won the incredibly prestigious Nonprofit  
Individual of the Year Award at the annual 
Public Service Recognition Ceremony that 
was held on Friday, June 18th at the Burney 
Center Ballroom on the UNCW Campus.

Laura, a Mexican-American from Texas, is married to Darrel and has two chil-
dren, William and Cheyenne.  Her parents, immigrants from the State of Nuevo 
Leon in Mexico, were always devoted to helping those less fortunate than them-
selves.  Laura learned this lesson well. 
 
Today the St. Mary Dental Clinic is open three days one week and four the next  
week.  It often sees 40 patients per day.
